To discuss the Street Trading Application for Stonehenge Bicycle Trading Company and formulate comments to return to Wiltshire Council.

The clerk has been researching multi-functional printers and has received quotes for a machine that would enable the Town Council to produce all of its own printing and copying, rather than outsourcing.  Would the council consider leasing a refurbished machine at £42 per month (plus VAT) for a 3 year period (following this the Council would own the machine or pay a one off fee of £1500+VAT) in addition to paying cost per copy at 0.0035p black and white or 0.035p per colour.  These costs includes maintenance, parts, labour and toner/print cartridges.  Given the newsletters, Village Show leaflets and other items produced by the offfice or outsourced to other businesses, plus cartridges purchased throughout the year it is deemed this would be a more cost and time effective way of meeting our printing demands in the long term.

Will the Town Council allow Sunday Funday (last Sunday in August) to extend its event to cover the Saturday evening 7-10pm to include a bar, food, bouncy castle, arena with DJ music (60’s until present day)?

Wind in the Willows Pre-School would like to extend their use of the Pavilion to 48 weeks per year (2 off at Christmas, plus 2 towards the end of August).  Consideration needs to be given to the organisations that use the Pavilion during the 4-5 weeks in August when the Village Hall closes annually and whether the Hall could be closed for a 2 week period instead of a 4-5 week period on an annual basis.
They have also notified us of their plans to offer more hours during the week which has been agreed in order for them to meet the 30hour childcare provision from September 2017.
