DISCUSSION TOPIC – The poll that was produced about the cost and potential precept increases for a PWLB for £56000, repayable over 5 years returned 170 responses, with the majority supporting the loan and potential increase to the precept (Band D) payment of approximately £8.  (Breakdown is YES 97 to NO 73 based on Facebook and Paper Poll returns).

Based on this response the Council will consider a proposal to take out a PWLB for £56000, repayable over 5 years with effect from April 2019.  The final budget and precept calculations that will be proposed to the Council in January 2019 will take the repayments into account, ensuring that the increase in precept does not exceed £8 per Band D property (equating to approximately £62 per Band D property for 2019/20).

e. In line with the Clerk’s Model Contract to consider a spinal column point increase for her upon successful completion of the CILCA qualification (NJC - LC2 - SPC 32), with effect from 1st of November 2018.
