DISCUSSION TOPIC –The Annual Parish Meeting on the 26th of March 2019 – to include information stands along with a talk from Dr Grummitt of Cross Plain Surgery about the surgery’s move to the new medical facility at Larkhill in 2020.

PROPOSALS 
a. To review and approve Standing Orders.
b. To review the quotations for the decoration of the Pavilion and award the contract.  Three invitations to tender were sent out to local painter/decorators. 
c. To consider the location of a new cemetery seat, sponsored by a local resident.  The seat will be of the same/similar design as ones recently purchased.
d. To determine a price to sell the remaining high value stamps held (£1-£5 from old Post Point stock) following approval to sell on to the public from Royal Mail.
e. To approve EIBE Play as the continued supplier and installer of the Play Park equipment for 2019 as per the design scheme approved by the Town Council in 2017.  This is based on the original tender process followed by the Town Council in 2017, in line with current regulations for contracts over £25,000.
f.    To approve a new 1 year fixed term savings account with the Nationwide at 0.8% gross for the S106 monies (£58,000).  The current savings account matures at the end of February 2019.
g. To review the Town Council’s role in the Durrington Village Show and Vintage Vehicle Event with a view to specific changes.  
The Town Council is to consider its continued support as a sponsor of the weekend and contributor by means of organisation and running of the Duck Race and the Flower and Produce Show (Town Council events) along with the free use of the Recreation Ground and Pavilion (as a sponsor).  However, it is proposed to transfer all financial aspects, health and safety and insurance/liability from the Town Council to the event/weekend organiser/owner John Todd.  A memorandum of understanding between John Todd and Durrington Town Council would be produced detailing all this information.  This proposed change has been brought about by John’s desire to expand the good work done by his team, particularly with fund raising.  He is therefore looking to organise various events throughout the year with his team at the helm.  These events will not be Town Council run events and therefore there is a clear need to determine the responsibilities of both parties.

h. To approve an application to the Local Youth Network, Amesbury Area Board for a grant of £5000 to offset the 2019/20 financial year costs for the provision of the Town Council’s Youth Services.  The grant will be match funded by the Town Council.   

i.    To review Kids’ Friday Club Sessions at the Pavilion.

j.    To approve an application to the Amesbury Area Board for a grant of £2820.84 towards the total cost (£5641.67) for an inclusive roundabout, as part of the major upgrade of the play park.
