a. To approve the Cemetery Fees effective from 1st April 2019, this equates to a 3% increase on the 2018 fees (rounded up/down).
b. To approve an incremental increase to the Clerk’s Salary in line with her NALC Model Contract and new NJC Payscales for 2019 (move to LC2 SPC 27), effective from 1st of April 2019.
c. To approve the application for a loan of £56,500 over a 5-year period on EIP following receipt of borrowing approval from the Ministry for Housing, Communities and Local Government.
d. To consider the Grant Application for £100 from the Stonehenge Trader to sponsor their Annual Charity Golf Tournament, the winner of which chooses the charity where funds raised will be sent.
e. To approve the selling of Town Council poo bags (50p for 50bags) at the library.
f. EIBE Play has now carried this order over with the new order for 2019 which will be installed and invoiced together in late spring/early summer.
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
