1. ACCEPTANCE OF APOLOGIES:

2. TO RESOLVE THE BUDGET AND SET THE PRECEPT FOR 2018/19

a. The Town Council RESOLVED to approve the budget for 2018/19 as set out in the Budget documents with these minutes.   

b. The Town Council RESOLVED to set the Council Tax Precept for 2018/19 at £118,020.59, £54.21 per Band D property.  This is a 3% or £1.58 increase per Band D property on the 2017/18 figure.  The increase, plus income generated by the Town Council and the use of some of its reserves will go towards delivering another phase of the Play Park upgrade (£40,000) and continuation of Youth Club Provision (£5000).
3. TO APPROVE THE DIRECT DEBITS FOR 2017/18

The Town Council RESOLVED that the payment for the provision of services are to be made by direct debit as follows:

British Gas – Business Care Plan 
Wiltshire Council – Business Rates

4. TO APPROVE THE FINANCIAL RISK ASSESSMENT FOR 2018/19
The Town Council RESOLVED to approve the Financial Risk Assessment for 2018/19.  The Clerk would look into the recommendation about insuring the new play equipment.

5. TO REVIEW THE ASSET REGISTER

The Town Council RESOLVED to approve the Fixed Asset Register for 2018/19, changes had been made to include new seats at the cemetery and the play park equipment.

6. TO CONSIDER TRANSFERRING £5000 FROM THE S106 FUNDS HELD WITH THE  NATIONWIDE TO USE IN THE GENERAL BANK ACCOUNT TO COVER EXPENDITURE MADE TO THE CONTRACTOR FOR GROUND MAINTENANCE AT AVON FIELDS OVER THE PAST 5 YEARS (APPROXIMATELY £1000 PER YEAR)

The Town Council RESOLVED to approve the transfer of £5000 into the general bank account in light of how the S106 monies should be spent for the Avon Fields estate.

7. TO CONSIDER £515+VAT PLUS 45P PER MILE TRAVELLING COSTS FOR END OF YEAR ACCOUNTS SERVICE TO BE CONDUCTED BY RIALTUS (SOFTWARE PROVIDER)

The Town Council RESOLVED to approve £515+VAT and 45p per mile costs for Rialtus to undertake the End of Year Accounts Service.
