	POINTS RAISED/ACTIONS FROM THE ON SITE MEETING ON THE 13TH OF JUNE – EMAILED TO COUNCILLORS/LOVELL’S
	Durrington Town Council to discuss the speed limit on the A345 with a view to recommendations that the road is re-assessed and reduced to a 30mph zone from the Stonehenge Inn Roundabout to past the cemetery.  This has been looked into before but we will look at it again.

Options for a crossing point/pelican crossing, again this is something that has previously been pursued at the top of Netheravon Road and the cemetery but we will look at it again.

Request to move the speedwatch site to further up the road enabling the speed gun to be pointed in both directions and to be in what speedwatch volunteers believe is a safer location to use the speed gun.

Instsall more 30mph signs/speedwatch signs.

Re-siting of the new SIDs so that they can be seen in the sun.

Conduct speedwatch on Friday 15th at 7.30am on the Netheravon Road and request a police presence.

Arrange training for two new speedwatch volunteers.

Residents to gain evidence of vehicles causing concern.

Town Council to approach large haulage companies about using the A345 with care.

Lovell’s to make note of number plates of vehicles entering the site at 7.30pm, Friday the 15th and pass to Town Council for speedwatch correlation.

Lovell’s to provide notices on exit of site explaining vehicles are entering a residential area and 30mph zone.


	

	TOWN COUNCIL UPDATE 
	Speedy Policeman cut-out purchased and will be passed to CSW teams to use whilst operating on the Netheravon Road.
Emails sent by the Chairman of the Town Council to known heavy goods operators frequently using the A345 requesting respect of the village speed limits.

Liaison with Wiltshire Councillor over potential actions for Wiltshire Council/CATG to consider.

Speedwatch update from the 15th of June, highlighted no vehicles noted as speeding entered the Lovell’s site.  393 vehicles transitted from Stonehenge Inn to Netheravon on the A345 between 8-9am, the fastest was travelling at 55mph.  

Two new volunteers have put their names forward to the Town Council, application forms have been submitted but as yet have not been returned.  More volunteers are needed.
Consideration for moving the CSW site on the Netheravon Road should be pursued through the CSW coordinator/Police.  A new site near to the garages provides a safety area for the teams to take refuge if needed. This would allow the teams to conduct CSW in both directions along the Netheravon Road.  A new site would require a Risk Assessment from the Police.

	LOVELL’S UPDATE
	Lovell’s continue to monitor traffic movement in and out of the site off the Clover Lane Roundabout.
A gate guard will be in situ from the end of the month to log all traffic arriving and leaving.  Details can be cross checked with speeding vehicles.

Efforts continue with contractors and sub-contractors to emphasise the importance of respecting the village’s speed limits.  New sounds are in place upon leaving the site.

A road sweeper will be in place daily along the A345 once the site becomes fully operational in August.

	WILTSHIRE COUNCILLOR UPDATE
	SIDS will be moved so they are more visible entering from a 40mph to a 30mph zone, current issue is due to the posts not being suitable at the start of the 30mph zone.  Foliage will also be cut back.

SIDS that flash up the actual speed of the vehicle will be placed on the road.

30mph zone from the Stonehenge Inn roundabout to the cemetery (within Durrington village limits) will be pursued with Town Council approval, pending its meeting on the 31st of July.

Pursue possibility of crossing points on the Netheravon Road/A345 via the Town Council meeting on the 31st of July.

Metro Count to be requested (outside property 828) via CATG to gauge the average speed of vehicles along the road, via the Town Council meeting on the 31st of July.
Wiltshire Councillor welcomed the homemade signs/self help efforts by the residents.
To manage expectations, he reiterated that any changes (if approved by Wiltshire Council) to the speed limit and/or additions of crossing points would not be a quick process.

	Residents continue to gather evidence on speeding/dangerous vehicles:
Noted:

Green motorcycle that routinely wheelies between Clove Lane and Stonehenge Inn roundabouts.

JAMES lorry parked outside resident’s property blocking driveway prior to the 7.30am opening time of the Lovell Compound.

Police and Army vehicles have been noted speeding.

USB footage of speeding vehicles handed to the Town Council.

Wiltshire Concrete, Morris Cement, Whites Removals, D&M lorries all seen by residents above 30mph.  Co-op lorry hit the mini roundabout at Clover Lane and then had a blow out further up Netheravon Road.

Vehicles overtaking on the wrong side of the road when buses are at the bus stop and they cannot pass due to the central bollards.  Discuss with the Town Council about applying for this stretch of road to be double white lines to deter overtaking.

Complaints that there isn’t sufficient street lighting along where the houses are.  This will be pursued by Town Council and the Wiltshire Councillor at the Town Council Meeting on the 31st of July
