202/20    REPORT by the Chairman of the Town Council


The Chairman said that it had been a quiet time but that he was heartened by the gradual returning to normality with the Council looking to re-open facilities as soon as it is safely able to do so.
203/20    TO APPROVE WRITTEN UPDATES FROM COUNCIL TEAMS
a. POLICE REPORT AND NEIGHBOURHOOD POLICING PRIORITIES – The Police report had been received and is attached 
b. CRIME PREVENTION (including Speedwatch) – Cllr S Botham reported there have been a number of canisters found at the recreation ground and the Police have been made aware of the problem. The Speedwatch team are hoping to be up and running next month.
c. POLICIES – nothing to report
d. HR and Finance report attached

e. PLANNING – Cllr Healing referred to the current 3 planning applications 

a. The first is the trees in the conservation area at Hackthorne Road, one tree is dead and needs to be removed. The other Tree the Cllr said he would be happy for the officer dealing with the application to make the decision.

b. The next is at 44 Stonehenge Road and relates to the copper beech tree. The request is to fell the tree as it has grown considerably and is now restricting access to the garage, Cllr Healing contacted Shane Vallian to discuss the tree. It seems that a preservation order was put on the tree about 12 years ago but the tree has since grown and Shane would recommend the tree is felled if there are no objections.

c. The third planning application is for 15 houses on Larkhill Road, this application is for consideration of the landscaping, site and access proposals. Cllr Healing asked the planning officer to notifying all residents in Larkhill Road for comments.
f. There is an amenity Report from Cll R Ellis attached no other amenity reports were received.
PUBLIC QUESTIONS – There were no members of the public present at this time, Mr Lund having lost connection at this point.

REPORT by the clerk – The Clerk reported that the internal audit had been successful but the fixed assets register was thought inaccurate by the auditor. It was however accurate and the clerk would be corresponding with the auditor to sort out the discrepancy. The Clerk met with Andy Stafford from Salisbury District Angling club to try to reintroduce the water bailiffs to River park and she will put forward a formal proposal shortly. The seesaw at Avon Fields playpark has now been repaired and the playpark inspected. The Boiler at the Pavilion has been inspected and is no longer viable, quotes will be obtained for its replacement. All new Councillors and the Clerk have ID badges. The Ambulance service refused to give out details of the defibrillator recently because the casualty lives more than 200m from the Village Hall. The Clerk will be purchasing PPE for the Youth Team and other Council employees as needed as well as ordering new sanitizer dispensers for the Pavilion and the Village Hall as part of the risk assessment requirements for the facilities.

a. AMESBURY AREA BOARD – have not met in the current crisis.

DISCUSSION TOPIC – 
a. The Town Council discussed the opening of the village Hall, Pavilion and Play Parks. A Risk assessment is needed for each facility and the purchase of PPE and Hand sanitiser dispensers. The Village Hall and the Pavilion need to have sufficient bookings to make the opening of the facilities financially viable, which is currently not the case. The Village Hall is usually closed during August in any event.
b. The discussion regarding the funds from the development at AVC was deferred with the agreement of all Councillors.
c. The Council discussed the reintroduction of water baliffs with the help of Salisbury and district angling club. The Clerk will put together a written proposal for Councillors to approve.

d. Parking on verges throughout the village was considered and on the whole the polite notices the Council place on cars parked inconsiderately on verges is thought beneficial and will continue.
